Thank you for the wonderful start to this interim ministry. Weslaco is a beautiful town
in a beautiful Valley, and this church is a friendly congregation. | am thankful for the
warm welcome you have given to me and my husband, Doug. The luncheon had pretty
tables and flowers and great food with such a celebratory cake.

| am excited about the time-line that now graces the walls of the fellowship hall. A lot of
thought and work has gone into developing this time-line. We will continue to add to it
in the coming months. When the vacationers return and the winter Texans settle in, we
will be adding more of their experiences to the record.

On my first Sunday in Weslaco, we read the scripture of Mary and Martha, the familiar
story of the two sisters, one who was working hard, distracted with many things, and the
other who was sitting at Jesus’ feet. We also talked about the Good Samaritan story
that was the lectionary text for the previous Sunday, and contrasted the two messages.

The Good Samaritan story is about ‘doing,’ living a life of Christian Action, while the
Mary and Martha story is about ‘being,’ the Piety aspect of a Christian life, spending
time building relationships with God and others, and reflecting on the meaning of God’s
message to us.

It is important in our lives to move between being and doing, learning how to do our
best at both. This is also true in our life together as a congregation. As we move
forward, we will continue doing the ministries which are so important in the life of this
church. You have many important ministries together, in the Christian education
program, your small groups, your popcorn ministry, your youth group, and most likely
many more that | do not even know about at this time. We don’t want to stop doing
anything in this interim time. We want to continue in these good works and maybe add
more that we come to be excited about.

Along the way, we will pause and reflect, perhaps in a similar way to Mary as she sat at
Jesus’ feet. The construction of the time-line is a combination of the doing and the
pausing to be. It has taken a lot of work to bring the time-line to this point. As we live
with it these next few months, we will be able to reflect on where the church
community has been. We will celebrate its ministry in this place. Then, as we pause, we
will begin to see who we are now and be able to articulate for others our identity as the
people of God in this place.

We will walk together, listen together, and celebrate together.
